	1. Welcome , Introductions and Apologies

	
	GA welcomed everyone to the meeting and thanked everyone for coming along. Apologies were noted. 

GA advised we had SB along from In Tandem to discuss a change to their funding award from last year. They were awarded £6,950 to purchase an electric tandem bike. They have secured a cheaper and better alternative bike and have an underspend. They are being upfront and asking MAP for a change in use of the extra funds. They provided a full breakdown of the tools/kit they require which had been shared with Members prior to the meeting. A question and answer session took place. SB left the meeting and was advised a decision would be given to her as soon as possible. MH also gave an update on the background of In Tandem as she had been supporting them form the start. 
Members were asked to vote to fully fund the change of use

GA also advised there was a change of use to their Sustaining Musselburgh Warm Homes application award £3,457.29 in 2023/2024. GA explained they had applied to purchase 2 thermal cameras for the Musselburgh Area. They were then subsequently given 2 cameras from East Lothian Climate Hub who had secured some funding which was great. GA proposes to use some of the money for face to face training for volunteers to use these cameras rather than the on line training which was provided. The cost would be £500 for two training sessions. GA also proposed one years insurance. The rest of the funds would be returned to ELC and MAP. GA/PC/CS all left the room due to a conflict of interest. A discussion took place. 
Members were asked to vote to fund the change of use/training sessions and insurance and return the remaining funds £1,943.94

Meeting at 6pm on Wednesday 26th Feb 2025

1. Apologies: Liz Hunter
2. Matters arising from meeting held on 4th Dec 2024:
a. Old Craighall (back to June meeting) – works just now have been a missed opportunity, only patched road. Planned link to Midlothian – ask Liz for an update. Derek: looked as though a link was going to be developed along Monktonhall Rd missing out roundabout. What has happened as it seems to have disappeared?
Liz – Midlothian are developing Shawfair connections, our side is all with developers and we have no influence over their timescales. Persimmon site – have done a couple of bits, no indication of any detailed applications for remainer. PAN in from Bellfield or Cala for east side of Old Craighall but still high level. 
b. Wireworks travel information – Derek asking what it means that this has been done – action Scott to check with Chris

3. Active Travel Network Planning – Niall Deans
ND will talk about the context, can offer a fuller workshop – Pans and NB have had 2-hour session with largescale plans. Active Travel Network Plan – strategy expired 2024, new ScotGov guidance is that network plans are key pieces of strategy now – will be in accordance with TS guidance. Big change. Didn’t use to be such a focus on delivery. Chris had been working on active travel evaluation framework. (Shona mentioned this had been through Cycle Forum consultation); high-level network, not defining particular infrastructure – defining need for a route, wouldn’t look at particular solutions until next design stage; almost every proposal has come from community not council – filling gaps; important to be led by community but local authority has to then take strategic approach, eg some areas of higher deprivation have less feedback but still require investment/solutions. ND in conversation with LDP team to ensure alignment and need for network built into LDP.
Different levels of AT network – long distance eg NCN routes, covering whole country; possibility of coastal route a huge part of the plan; improving John Muir Way; 
Core path network – thinking about how that fits in with active travel networks.
Infrastructure variable – e.g., completely separate from road Longniddry path; quiet roads – how to make safer as country roads at 60mph, 12yo couldn’t go on their own; shared use paths – between towns/settlements this is likely to be the solution. Derek – point about e-bikes increasing range; National Planning tool – NPT.scot – models where you’d be likely to get biggest increase in cyclists if you invested in active travel. Iain – Old Craighall up to Danderhall, used by motorists avoiding the bypass; ND – good collaboration between ELC and Midlothian, NCN looking at it too, including from Roslin. Challenge working with developers. SM mentioned climate intelligence service – ND can speak to Cheyne for logins to see if this can supplement NPT.
Trip generators – multi – school run, shops, residential journeys. 
Quiet streets – are we achieving volumes and speeds, what could we do to make them safer? Iain – has proposed all these things for Old Craighall, traffic calming measures. How to change mindset and culture of drivers. New 20mph down Monktonhall to Tesco; education/behaviour change campaign. ND – hard to change mindset without physically changing character of the road. Derek asks whether many of these calming measures are being put in now – budget;
ND – raised tables in Wallyford, wouldn’t have had them put in Edinburgh; will be expensive to maintain. 
AH -raised the paths around WLC, nice and wide, verges. ND – clarifies verges are design feature and part of it too.
For network plan it is about identifying need. How it links to national policy.
ND – looking at whole county but doing workshops with area partnerships. 
Primary network: busy roads that we look at they should be active travel – most difficult locations to achieve but also most transformative if you can. E.g., CCWEL; parts of South city way in Glasgow. Uptake huge. Likelihood of achieving that kind of thing in east Lothian is low, parking biggest barrier. Derek supportive of the concept of Prestonpans – Levenhall, reallocating space, seems to be conflict between retaining parking and road width. MAT as key: will ensure we cover Whitecraig and Wallyford too. Looking at boundaries.
Derek – problem of so much being put in by developers and not connected. Isolated pieces of infrastructure. 
ND – can make more sense for local authorities to take it on board; also Transport Scotland can match fund 50% for some specific projects. Most active travel initiatives have been grant-funded. Tier 2 is the fund from Transport Scotland. 
Goes back to the importance of the network plan – evidence for funding applications and future projects.
Workshop offer – new financial year, either Niall or someone else could come and do? Derek – what would that look like? Should be wider than this but not that many people. NB had 7 people there. Schedule another meeting but ask a few more folk?
Sustrans new restructure – new housing developments will be a key strand.;
4. Projects List update: Alister – Faside castle path – raises issue of nesting season so early summer may be an issue can we check this? [Update: this work is being overseen by countryside rangers so will link in to ask them but fairly sure they will be on this already]. Also there is approved planning to put another information board up there, waiting for work to be done. Derek asking about connection to footbridge. Masons’ Way to footbridge is another gap as above. [Action: Shona to ask Nick Morgan]
12a – Cowpits road – developer was supposed to provide link to railway through housing estate – update? [Whitecraig South – SE of new primary school, in Planning – development brief requires 3 points of access to railway path, their first iteration showed none but have been sent back to fix – their connections currently only show to edge of red line boundary and not beyond – LH has gone back – in negotiation]
26 – crossing in Old Craighall, still really needed. Timing of change of temporary crossing points don’t have time for cyclists both at crematorium and Cala houses.
Also discussion of services – request for refuge island vs. dangerous environment for pedestrians generally. 

5. Levenhall Links Active Travel link update – is on website, consultation open, no further update needed. 
6. AP budget: possibility of asking for ~ £10k to survey through traffic in Musselburgh, 4/5 main routes in and out – action Shona to follow up with Liz. 
7. Area Plan: subgroups have added in ideas for Area Plan; can we gather some feedback from Niall’s workshop. Importance that we capture aspirations that the partnership can deliver. 
8. Any other business. Dalkeith CP update – accessible gate coming at old Craighall end by summer (update since meeting: contractor onsite and work has started). 
9. Date of next meeting – tbc in consultation with Niall for Sustrans workshop.

Musselburgh Area Partnership can look at local issues and priorities. To this end the Area Partnership has funded projects aimed at reducing issues which intersect with ASB. Children & Youth Network currently looking at ‘feeling safe’ on Musselburgh High School – this overlaps with ongoing Youth Vision worm around the same theme. 

Youth Vision – feedback has raised the issue of feeling safe, work ongoing in tandem with C&Y network. 

Connected Communities have agreements in place with 2 local charity, Heavy Sound & Dad’s Work, specifically aimed at tackling issues which relate to root causes of ASB. 

Social Media – Fearless, ongoing look at raising the profile of this initiative with Schools, posters and events. 













Fearless is the youth service of independent charity Crimestoppers.

We provide young people aged 11 – 18 years with key information about crime and give them a safe place to speak up with information 100% anonymously online or by calling us on 0800 555 111.

Equipping young people with knowledge of our unique service empowers them to make their lives and communities safer. It is a tangible, positive tool for education/youth professionals and parents/carers to share to help support them to make positive choices as they grow into adulthood.

Last year over 120,000 people from all over Scotland visited our website - but we believe that every young person should know our service exists, and YOU can help us do that.

The audit will cover the following key control objectives, to ensure that: 




 

The Council has adequate arrangements in place for complying with relevant legislation for developing public services with communities, and the roles and responsibilities of Area Partnerships are clearly set out; Area Plans have been developed and approved based on local needs and priorities, including consultation with key stakeholders; 

An appropriate application and assessment process is in place, and is consistently applied, for all Area Partnership funding applications received, that ensures due consideration is given to financial sustainability; 

Appropriate decision-making processes are in place for the awarding of funding by Area Partnerships, recognising all conflicts of interest and ensuring segregation of duties, with an accurate record maintained of all decisions made; and

Clear processes are in place to ensure that all Area Partnership grant payments made are accurate and are in accordance with the approved amounts, with appropriate monitoring and review processes to ensure that funding awarded is achieving the approved outcome/impact. 

















Musselburgh Area Plan 2024/29





Musselburgh Area Plan 2024-29 surveys and drop ins gathered feedback from across the area. Surveys were gathered online, and in person, including at various events, e.g. Communities Day 2024.





Drop ins were held in Communities Day, Musselburgh Museum, Musselburgh Library, Rosehill High School, Wallyford Community Centre, Whitecraig Community Hub, Musselburgh East CLC. Campie and Burgh Primary Schools, and Musselburgh Grammar School. Workshops were carried out with Musselburgh CLD, various community groups (e.g. Lunch clubs, parents' groups and youth clubs), MAP AGM & subgroups. 





There were 272 unique respondents.

Active travel network planning workshop
4th June, 6.30-8pm Musselburgh East CLC





The active travel network planning session will help shape the network plan Musselburgh Area and will be incorporated into the overall network plan for East Lothian. 

Together, we’ll build on the current active travel network and routes already in development to create a comprehensive network plan that supports walking, cycling, and other forms of active travel across the region. 

The session will focus on identifying key routes—ranging from primary connections to workplaces and town centres, to local paths linking schools, neighbourhoods, and smaller shopping areas, as well as long-distance links between towns. While we won’t be proposing specific infrastructure types at this stage, we’ll work to highlight and prioritise routes for future development. 

The workshop will involve a mix of digital tools, including the network planning tool, and hands-on paper mapping activities.

Nature networks and rewilding

How can I be involved with Nature Networks and Rewilding





FOREWORD

In 2022 the Scottish government announced 30 by 30. This means that all local authority land must be put back to a Nature restoration either via rewilding or by creating a Nature network.

Over the last number of years, you will have seen the Chocolate box style wildflower on many of our roundabouts.

In 2022 with funding from ELC & Area Partnership Musselburgh endeavoured to create larger open space areas that used to just be flat and green, cut weekly by machinery turned into wildflower meadows with the addition of spring bulbs to extend the time the area is good for pollinators.





East Lothian councils' part

At the full Council meeting of 31 October 2023, East Lothian Council unanimously voted to support a motion to declare a nature emergency.

The motion proposed by Council Leader, Norman Hampshire, recognises that biodiversity is in decline and the impact that climate change is having on wildlife and nature.

The motion approved:

Notes the body of evidence which outlines the alarming extent of the global nature and biodiversity crisis. Nature is in decline and urgent action must be taken to reverse this.

Recognises the inherent value of nature, as well as its crucial importance as an integral part of culture and society, and for our health, wellbeing, and economy; this being demonstrated through placemaking, tourism, food, energy, water and air quality regulation, etc.

Additionally, recognises that the nature and climate emergencies are intrinsically linked and that nature plays a key role in meeting climate targets, particularly for climate change adaptation and resilience.







East Lothian councils' part continued

“During the pandemic ‘lockdowns’ it became evident that opportunities for people to access natural spaces resulted in so many positive effects for wellbeing. An environment that is rich in biodiversity not only enhances wildlife and nature but can also enhance our own lives, provide feelings of calm and generate creativity. We aspire to offer local residents everyday opportunities to enjoy connecting with nature close to their homes.”

The Council also agreed to a range of regular reports on the progress of work arising from the declaration including:

How existing Council strategies, such as the Biodiversity Action Plan, Climate Strategy, Tree and Woodland Strategy, Green Network Strategy, Open Space Strategy, Local Development Plan, align with the Global Biodiversity Framework (GBF), Scottish Biodiversity Strategy and the Berlin Urban Nature Pact, and notes any changes to existing strategies required to deliver against these.

Providing an update on the development of our Biodiversity Action Plan including specific considerations of how the plan is impacting:

The adoption of an ecological coherence approach to effectively identify and target actions required to tackle the nature emergency and deliver the various strategies listed above, including through the further development of the regions Nature Network.

The adoption of a partnership approach, working with East Lothian Climate Action Network (utilising its newly-announced Climate Hub), and other community organisations, and also collaborating with neighbouring local authorities, and with Government agencies such as Nature Scot, to maximise delivery opportunities for the strategies listed above and to identify further opportunities for nature restoration, nature-based solutions, and protection of biodiversity, both within the county and in connection to larger networks.







Musselburgh Wards Part

As was mentioned earlier, in Musselburgh we created 24 sites in Musselburgh, 8 Sites in Wallyford and 1 large project in Whitecraig Amenity Park. All these sites were transformed with either adding to existing bulb areas with new bulbs and wildflower sown, also we created soe larger wild areas where the natural grass and plants were allowed to grow freely. Last Year we planted in total 787,867 bulbs & 44.294 Kg of wild flower seed

Edenhall field was the largest project with ¼ of a million bulbs planted from crocus, to daffodils and tulips. The whole rea was also sown with wildflower. Grass cutting was reduced, and the results are shown on the slide below







Initially the area was marked out and the old grass killed off



The ground was rotovated to prepare the ground for bulbs



¼ of a million bulbs were scattered onto the surface and planted using a stoneburier











Throughout the spring the bulbs started to emerge and turn into an amazing floral display bring in much needed nectar to the early months
